Mark 4:26-33

Intorduction

1. The kingdom of God is like the mysterious power of the seed to produce a harvest by itself (vv. 26-29)

What does this mean for us today?

a. We need to confess our impatience and faithlessness

b. We must learn to wait and know that God will surely grow his kingdom

2. The kingdom of God is like an insignificant and tiny seed which when planted grows into a surprisingly enormous shrub (vv. 30-32)

What does this mean for us today?

a. We should not be deceived by the present smallness or weakness of the kingdom of God

b. We should keep sowing the word of the kingdom because we know the end of the story
